Tourism

Tourism, holidaymaking and travel are these days more significant social phenomena
than most commentators have considered. On the face of it, there could not be a more trivial
subject for a book. And indeed since social scientists have had considerable difficulty explaining
weightier topics, such as work or politics, it might be thought that they would have great
difficulties in accounting for more trivial phenomena such as holidaymaking. However, there are
interesting parallels with the study of deviance. This involves the investigation of bizarre and
idiosyncratic social practices which happen to be defined as deviant in some societies but not
necessarily in others. The assumption is that the investigation of deviance can reveal interesting
and significant aspects of normal societies. It could be said that a similar analysis can be applied
to tourism.

Tourism is a leisure activity which presupposes its opposite, namely regulated and
organised work. It is one manifestation of how work and leisure are organised as separate and
regulated spheres of social practice in modern societies. Indeed acting as a tourist is one of the
defining characteristics of being ‘modern’ and the popular concept of tourism is that it is
organised within particular places and occurs for regularised periods of time. Tourist
relationships arise from a movement of people to, and their stay in, various destinations. This
necessarily involves some movement, that is the journey, and a period of stay in a new place or
places. ‘The journey and the stay’ are by definition outside the normal places of residence and
work and are of a short term and temporary nature and there is a clear intention to return ‘home’
within a relatively short period of time.

A substantial proportion of the population of modern societies engages in such tourist
practices new socialised forms of provision have developed in order to cope with the mass
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character of the gazes of tourists as opposed to the individual character of travel. Places are
chosen to be visited and be gazed upon because there is an anticipation especially through
daydreaming and fantasy of intense pleasures, either on a different scale or involving different
senses from those customarily encountered. Such anticipation is constructed and sustained
through a variety of non-tourist practices such as films, TV literature, magazines records and
videos which construct and reinforce this daydreaming.

Tourists tend to visit features of landscape and townscape which separate them off from
everyday experience. Such aspects are viewed because they are taken to be in some sense out of
the ordinary. The viewing of these tourist sights often involves different forms of social
patterning with a much greater sensitivity to visual elements of landscape or townscape than is
normally found in everyday life. People linger over these sights in a way that they would not
normally do in their home environment and the vision is objectified or captured through
photographs postcards films and so on which enable the memory to be endlessly reproduced and
recaptured.

One of the earliest dissertations on the subject of tourism is Boorstins analysis of the
pseudo event (1964) where he argues that contemporary. Americans cannot experience reality
directly but thrive on pseudo events. Isolated from the host environment and the local people the
mass tourist travels in guided groups and finds pleasure in inauthentic contrived attractions
gullibly enjoying the pseudo events and disregarding the real world outside. Over time the
images generated of different tourist sights come to constitute a closed self-perpetuating system
of illusions which provide the tourist with the basis for selecting and evaluating potential places
to visit. Such visits are made says Boorstin, within the environmental bubble of the familiar
American style hotel which insulates the tourist from the strangeness of the host environment.

To service the burgeoning tourist industry, an array of professionals has developed who
attempt to reproduce ever-new objects for the tourist to look at. These objects or places are
located in a complex and changing hierarchy. This depends upon the interplay between, on the
one hand, competition between interests involved in the provision of such objects and, on the
other hand changing class, gender, and generational distinctions of taste within the potential
population of visitors. It has been said that to be a tourist is one of the characteristics of the
modern experience. Not to go away is like not possessing a car or a nice house. Travel is a
marker of status in modern societies and is also thought to be necessary for good health. The role
of the professional, therefore, is to cater for the needs and tastes of the tourists in accordance
with their class and overall expectations.

This in turn leads to climate change that tips the intricate balance
maintained in the biosphere and leads to animal migration, many species eventually dying out.
Forest fires are on the rise partially because of this reason too. It’s all a big domino
effect situation.

Should humanity prioritise colonising other planets or preserving Earth?
Colonising another planet is not realistic in the near future. The technology is simply not there —
we have no means to transport people to another celestial object en masse. We have no way to
terraform the surface of, say, Mars. We can’t haul enough construction materials to create self-
sustaining infrastructure there. And we will not be able to do any of the above in the next fifty
years or so. It is very likely however that an environmental catastrophe of huge scale will happen
in the same time scope. Therefore, taking care of our mother world is of utmost importance.

What recent development is likely to reduce human impact on the environment?
The biggest change that is coming in the next decade is overall shift from petrol and diesel
engines to electric ones. The legislation is already there to gradually oust obsolete technology in
favour of the new, better and greener one. It is uncertain how welcomed this change is going to
be, but as we all know producing electricity on industrial scale is much less damaging to nature
than billions of small, inefficient and poorly-maintained gas cars.

Economy of Russia

The Soviet Union had a centralized state control over virtually all means of production,
exchange, distribution and investment. The Soviet Union also had a planned economy. Economic
policy was made according to directives from the Communist Party, which controlled all aspects
of economic activity.

Russia undertakes the transition to fully-developed market economy
with challenges and obstacles. However, Russian economy has great potential for growth. Russia
possesses huge supplies of many of the world's most valued natural resources, especially those
required to support a modern industrialized economy. It also has a well-educated labour force
with substantial technical expertise. At the same time, Soviet-era management practices, old
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infrastructure, and inefficient supply systems hinder efficient utilization of those resources.

Russia ended 2004 with its fifth year of growth, averaging 6.5% annually since the
financial crisis of 1998. Although high oil prices and a relatively cheap ruble are important
factors of these economic successes, since 2000 investment and consumer-driven demand have
played a noticeably increasing role.

Real fixed capital investments have averaged gains greater than 10% over the last four
years and real personal incomes have increased over 12% on average. Russia has
also improved its international financial standing since the 1998 financial crisis, with its
declining national debt.

Strong oil export earnings have allowed Russia to increase its currency reserve. These
achievements, along with a renewed government effort to advance structural reforms, have raised
business and investor confidence in Russia's economic prospects.

Nevertheless, serious problems exist. Oil, natural gas, metals, and timber account
for more than 80% of exports, leaving the country vulnerable to swings in world prices. Russia's
manufacturing base is dilapidated and must be replaced or modernized if the country is to
achieve considerable economic growth. Other problems include a weak banking system, a poor
business climate that discourages domestic and foreign investors, corruption, local and regional
government intervention

Technological progress contributes to the production of many useful things for everyday
life, health and safety of a person, for example, AM in aircraft construction help to create more
highly economical and lighter in weight aircraft, while its aerodynamic properties are fully
preserved. This became possible as a result of the application of the principles of the structure of
the bones of the bird’s wing in the design of aircraft wings. Other areas of application of AM:

Dynamically developing at a fast pace, additive 3D printing technologies are used in
progressive industries. There are several innovative types of additive technologies:

FDM (Fused deposition modeling) - a product is formed layer by layer from a molten
plastic filament.

In a pandemic of COVID-19, the use of 3-D technologies has shown its high efficiency
compared to traditional subtractive technologies. When medical equipment factories could no
longer cope with the increased production of facemasks, ventilator tubes, etc., ordinary owners
of household 3D printers came to the rescue. With the help of social networks, they united into a
kind of “factories” that worked on the orders of hospitals, saving the lives of thousands of
people. And this is just one example of how such complex technologies can make our life easier.

2. Neural networks are self-learning models that mimic the activity of the human brain.
They are able not only to perform a once programmed sequence of actions on predetermined
data, but also to analyze the newly received information themselves. The main advantage of
neural networks is the ability to construct nonlinear dependencies that more accurately describe
datasets in comparison with linear statistical methods. This handler allows you to set the
structure of the neural network, determine its parameters and train using one of the algorithms
available in the system. The result will be a neural network emulator that can be used to solve
problems of forecasting, classification, searching for hidden patterns, data compression, and
many other applications.

A neural network consists of the simplest computational elements - artificial neurons,
interconnected. Each neuron has several input and one output connections. During the operation
of the neural network, the values of the input variables are transmitted through interneuronal
connections and multiplied by weight coefficients, the obtained values are weightedly summed
up in the neuron. In neural networks, neurons are combined into layers, while the outputs of the
neurons of the previous layer are the inputs of the neurons of the next layer. In each layer,
neurons perform parallel data processing.

Application examples

Assessment of the client’s creditworthiness when issuing loans. Scoring cards,
application and behavioral scoring models are built on the basis of the algorithm. This allows
you to pursue the selected credit policy and reduce the level of overdue debt.

Medical diagnostics. The algorithm, processing the accumulated data of clinical trials,
simulates complex relationships between symptoms and diseases. This allows you to make the
correct diagnosis, monitor the patient's condition, evaluate the effectiveness of treatment ...

Forecast of account balances. Using information about daily balances on clients'
accounts, the processor will transform it into time series and forecast the balance for the future.
This makes it possible to manage the bank's liquidity.
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Analysis of customer migration - moving customers between suppliers of goods and
services. The algorithm allows you to assess the likelihood of a client leaving. Based on the
results of such research, you can develop methods of working with customers to increase their
loyalty to the company.

But perhaps the most useful and frequently used neural network-based service is online
translators. For example, Google started using neural machine translation instead of traditional
statistical translation back in 2012. Yandex and Promt have been using mixed translation
technology since 2015. The use of a self-learning neural network in translating texts has
significantly improved the quality of translation. Also, online translation of photos (which you
probably use now when reading this text, my dear students) and even automatic creation of a
translation of a sounding speech in the form of subtitles with a split second delay has become
available!

On one hand technology development gives more access to professional and cultural
information and leads to new forms of individual enterprises. But on the other hand there is a
danger of total control of private life unless special laws are enforced by the government.

Another danger is «intellectual terrorism» when computer viruses block important
programs.

There are other directions of technical and scientific progress of today.
One of them is the development of new ecologically clean sources of energy using sun,
gravitation, winds or rain. New kind of transports and new agricultural methods that do not harm
our nature are being developed today.

Breakthroughs in science have led to creation of artificial viruses for new medicines and
products, body organs for transplantation and productive soils for growing vegetables and crops.
Many new materials and technologies are being used in our everyday life.

All these innovations may have influence on our life, social relations and globally on our
Earth.

The influence can be very different: from psychological and health problems of children
who spend too much time online to an opportunity to prevent genetic diseases for future
generations.

But the most difficult problems the humanity faces are global problems.
The first and foremost is ecological problem: pollution of air, water and soil, exhaustion of
natural resources. Renewable natural resources such as oxygen, forests, flora and fauna do not
have enough time to regenerate.
